You will find a variety of species
here, usually ones that do not naturally live in Poland.
There are also butterflies in various stages of
Museum. of Awe develppment. Everywh_ere you look there_ are food
A uzﬁfmf/ s containers where the insects gather, allowing you to
observe them closely and even take them on your

hand.

Aunique attraction is to watch a butterfly emerge from
its cocoon Z this spectacle has not yet left anyone
indifferent! However, it is best to make sure in advance
if there will be such an opportunity z the life cycle of a
butterfly is only a few weeks...
